(4) Guest Speaker:   Jenna R. Jambeck 
    University of New Hampshire 
 

Ms. Jambeck updated the Council regarding her UNH Solid Waste Research.  The 
following was the research focus: 

• Solid and hazardous waste; 
• Contaminant fate and transport related to waste beneficial use; 
• Chemical and biological processes within disposal systems; 
• Life-cycle approaches to waste management; 
• Sustainable and innovative waste management practices; and 
• Marine debris. 

 
 Ms. Jambeck also discussed details of the following selected projects: 

• An Investigation of Recycled Materials to Attenuate Hydrogen Sulfide from 
the Beneficial use of Construction and Demolition (C&D) Debris Fines at a 
Landfill 

• Environmental and Economic Issues with Recycling Construction and 
Demolition Debris (Collaboration with UNH College of Liberal Arts and 
Sciences) 

• Modeling of Hydrogen Sulfide Generation from Processed construction and 
demolition material in landfills (SCS Engineers) 

• Microbial fuel cells in landfill applications 
• A Systematic Approach to marine Debris Reduction Efforts and Education in 

New Hampshire 
• Marine Debris from Land to Sea: Holistic Characterization, Reduction and 

Education Efforts in New Hampshire 
• Life-cycle Assessment of New Hampshire C&D Wood Waste Management
